Eligibility
Anyone wishing to take the QLTT must first obtain a Certificate 
of Eligibility from the SRA. The SRA alone will determine your 
eligibility and confirm which head(s) you need to complete in order 
to qualify under this scheme. You can download an application 
from the SRA’s website (www.sra.org.uk) or contact them at  
contactcentre@sra.org.uk and + 44 (0) 870 606 2555.
